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PATRIOTISM (2)

In 1620 a band of Pilgrims set sail
from England because they wanted free-
dom from tyranny and religious liberty.
I think they must have desired that more
than life itself, for they endured un-
speakable hardships. Anicy cold winter,
scarce food, discase, starvation, death,
fear of Indians, wild animals and poor
shelter from the elements; but when
spring came and the ship was to set sail
to return to England, most of the remain-
ing Pilgrims elected to stay in their new
country.

Roger Williams, in 1636, was pastor
of the church at Salem. He taught that
the land in America belonged to the In-
dians, and not to the king, and that the
state had no business to interfere with a
person’s religious life. He was immedi-
ately attacked verbally by the Puritan
rulers, and he encountered much hostil-
ity from them. He eventually went to
England to obtain a charter for land and
finally settled in Rhode Island, where
people could interpret the Bible for
themselves without being persecuted. In
such a short time the very reason the Pil-
grims left England was now denied to
many. Rhode Island was a “free state
where people could believe as they
wished. He is the forerunner of our Bap-
tist heritage, and the First Baptist
Church of Providence still stands today
as a monument to religious liberty.

Less than 200 years later the land had
grown in population, and 13 colonies
were established.

HONORARY AND

Let us remember Independence
Day. If you have ever been to Boston,
you probably have seen some of the
great monuments and grave sites of our
brave forefathers, who fought for lib-
erty.

Concord and Lexington, just outside
Boston, are quiet, beautiful, typical New
England towns, with neat white houses,
with trees and always flowers,
well-cared for, and white picket fences
around the yard. In the middle of
Lexington is a park with a large rough
boulder with this inscription: “Stand
your ground. Do not fire unless fired
upon, but if they mean to have a warlet it
begin here.”

It was here that a young husband left
his pregnant wife at the door of their
home and ran to join the band of other
soldiers. They had heard the shout “The
British are coming; the British are com-
ing!” A shot rang out and this young
husband fell dead, not far from his
home. This was the beginning of the
Revolutionary War, and it is known as
the place where “The shot was heard
around the world.”

People who have been oppressed all
through history, for ages past, have
longed for freedom. Countless millions
died to preserve it.

“Patriotism," yes - a love and devo-
tion to ones’ country, to protect these
freedoms we hold dear.

On July 4, 1776 American lawmak-
ers approved the Declaration of Inde-
pendence. Thirteen colonies that had
long been ruled by England were now
free. Thomas Jefferson wrote the Decla-
ration of Independ-
ence in twelve
days. These noble
words speak to ev-
ery generation.
Ben Franklin and
‘ John Adams made

1776-1976 a few changes.
Bicentennial half They removed a
dollar coin statement condemn-
ing slavery. Congress voted on July 2 for
Independence, but on July 4 Congress
approved the Declaration of Independ-
ence, and this is the date we celebrate.
The Bill of Rights was adopted in 1791.
This tells us of the precious liberties we
have: freedom of speech, freedom of re-
ligion, freedom of the press, freedom to
assemble.

CSAK ENGEDELMESSEG
UTAN JON ALDAS!

Bolcs sziilok gyakran figyelmeztetik
gyermekeiket arra, hogy csak akkor
kapnak valami jot, vagy csinalhatnak
valami érdekeset, ha elobb engedelmes-
kednek. Paldaul: ,Kisfiam, ha szépen
elramolod a jatékaidat, akkor kapsz fagy-
laltot.” Vagy ,,Kislanyom, ha el8szor
megcsinalod a leckédet, akkor utana
kimehetsz az udvarra jatszani.” Stb.

Hasonldan, Isten is kér benniinket —
akik mar Jézus befogadasa altal gyerme-
kei lettiink — hogy ha valamilyen aldasért
esedeziink, akkor elsésorban engedel-
meskedjlink. Mert csak engedelmesség
utan jon aldas!

De mit jelent engedelmeskedni? A
Magyar Szinonima Szotar szerint enge-
delmeskedni annyit jelent, mint valakinek
szot fogadni; javaslatat el fogadni; hallgat-
ni rd; alavetni, vagy alarendelni magunkat
szamara; illetve meghajolni eldtte.

Az engedelmességhez viszont szinte
alazatra van sziikség. Mert ahhoz, hogy
valakinek szot fogadjunk, valakire
hallgassunk, vagy valakinek 6nként
alavessiik illetve alarendeljiik magunkat;
be kell latnunk, hogy az illet6 sokkal
nagyobb, mint mi. Van hatalma igéretét
betartani, vagy megtagadni. Meg bol-
csebb, eldrelatobb, és meggondoltabb is.
Ennélfogva megbizhatd a javaslata.
Tudja, hogy engedelmességiink milyen
kovetkezményekkel jarna, s azt is hogy
mi lenne veliink, ha nem engedelmes-
kednénk. Mire sziviink — mindezeket
belatva — megaldzkodik elbtte és késszé
valik az engedelmességre. Azaz, szive-
sen engedelmeskedik; még akkor is, ha
nem érti, hogy mit, miért kell tennie.

Most nézziink meg néhany bibliai
példat az engedelmesség és aldas
Osszefiiggésével kapcsolatban:

1. A biinbocsanat dldasanak elnye-
rése el6tt 6szinte biinbanatra és biin-
vallasra van sziikség. Az 1 Janos
1:9-ben olvassuk: , Ha megvalljuk
biineinket, hii és igaz 6 (marmint Isten):
Megbocsdjtia biineinket, és megtisztit
minket minden gonoszsdagtol.” Masképp
nem! Vagyis, aki jonak tartja magat,
illetve nem latja be és nem vallja meg bii-
nosségét s biineit, az 6rokre karhozatba
rohano, blinds egyén marad; mert blinba-
nat és biinvallas nélkiil nincs bocsanat!

2. Az 6rok lidvosség, vagy menny-
bejutas dldasianak elnyerése el6tt meg
Jézusba — mint Isten Fidba és Megval-
téba — vetett hitre van sziikség. Egyszer
P4l apostolt megkérdezte egy bortonor:
,,...mit kell cselekednem, hogy iidvoziil-
jek?” ,Higgy az Ur Jézus Krisztusban és
iidvoziilsz...” (Csel 16:36) — hangzott a
valasz. S ugyanezt a kivanalmat emlitette
meg Jézus is, amikor Nikodémussal tarsa-
logvaigy szolt: ,, Ugyszerette Isten avila-
got, hogy az 6 egysziilott Fiat adta, hogy
